To meet the requirements for bilingual mention on the transcript of Secondary Level
achievement, students are required to complete a minimum of twelve credits taken
in French throughout grades 10, 11 and 12. The courses necessary for bilingual
mention include three French Language Arts courses (Français immersion 10, 20, 30)
as well as three English Language Arts courses (English Language Arts 10 A (or B), 20,
30 A (or B)). The other French credits can be obtained from courses in the remaining
areas of study or electives that are taught in French. NOTE: High Schools may survey
for the above mentioned electives. However, the High Schools may not necessarily
be able to offer all electives if enrollment numbers are insufficient.



Learning Resource Program

Parents often inquire about learning
resource programs for students who
require additional learning support at
the high school level. Recent reports
indicate that French Immersion
classrooms are more inclusive to a
broader spectrum of learners and
parents are choosing to retain their
children in FSL programs. Many learning
resource students can and do achieve
well in French Immersion with the
collaboration of the learning resource
teacher, classroom teacher and
supportive families.
